Reflection: 
Create activities that increase knowledge of multiple meaning words, idioms, and vocabulary:   
ELA 6 focused heavily this year on figurative language – from figurative language ‘figures,’ to original poem presentations with various fig. lang. requirements to various reading 
passages with figurative language, in hopes of increasing students’ awareness of idioms – particularly, our ELL students’ knowledge.  We’ve also made frequent use of 
dictionaries in class this year to address multiple meaning words.  Related to vocabulary, the ELA 6 Dept. decided to imitate the WINGS students with their study of ‘stems’ to 
help all students acquire basic vocabulary for deciphering unknown terms along with using context clues. 
Create Visual Vocabulary:  this instructional strategy was aimed at assisting our ELL and at-risk students:  With the help of Sharon Jones, we implemented ‘visual vocabulary’ – 
PowerPoint pictures to accompany vocabulary -- for all terms associated with our novels, Maniac Magee and The Cay.   We also maintained word walls throughout the year with 
this vocabulary.  Students, overall, performed well on the vocabulary portions of the major tests. 
Increase fluency rate with Six-Minute Fluency:  Six-Minute Fluency was implemented heavily in the second semester as we had taken initial DRA testing data along with prior 
TAKS scores to target our non-fluent readers for the ARI classes.  This week’s final round of DRA testing will reveal the student gains in fluency.  *Reading Logs have consistently 
been used throughout all LA 6 classes, as well, to promote student fluency. 
 
Differentiated Instruction:  The ELA 6 team has worked hard to implement ‘stations’/ ‘centers’ with differentiated reading groups and assignments, yet we need additional 
professional development and materials to assist us in this area.  We’ve used the SRA kits for differentiation in reading, yet we found those students attending ARI were also 
using the SRA kits and had to coordinate the stories completed in am tutorials.   Still, we pulled reading groups and have modified assignments to fit individual student needs.

Reflection:  
*Grade 6 math CBA scores will increase 5% per bundle from the 07-08 school year.   
We did not meet our goal of 5% increase per bundle; however the passing rate for each CBA was the same or increased by an average of 10%, with a range of 1% to 21%.  Those 
commended, passing with 88% or higher, ranged from 19% to 57%.  
 
Strategies used in 6th grade to achieve the above goals. 
#1-Implement bundle pre-assessments and use the data to identify advanced learning groups. 
For every bundle the advanced students were recognized by how well they did on the pre-assessment.  The math team created an independent study to challenge this group of 
students.  They really enjoy working at their own pace and the freedom to work independently or as a group.   
 
#2-Students will revisit the pre-assessment after the bundle of instruction as a means of identifying the new learning that has taken place. 
Before each CBA students were given the opportunity to correct the pre-assessments given prior to the bundle instruction.  The learning that took place during the bundle was 
made concrete for the student and increased self-confidence before the CBA.  Many students commented, “WOW! Look what I know.”

#3-Develop the practice of differentiating instruction for all students. 
Each teacher pulled students into groups based on needs at the teacher table 2 to 3 times a week.  Students were able to choose different leveled activities from stations. We 
feel like a majority of our time was spent with the few lower learners and not enough time for the average to advanced learner.  As the students worked independently while 
the teacher was working with a small group, we noticed more off task behavior.   
 
#4-Create “I can” student statements for all student expectations in each bundle and use as a daily focus. 
“I can “statements were created for every TEK at the beginning of each bundle. Students copied these into their math logs and the list was also displayed in the classroom.  
These statements served as a daily focus for teachers as well as students. 
 
#5-Provide and an additional 45 minutes of math instruction daily for identified students. 
Every day identified students had another math class in place of their elective.  This class has a remedial curriculum to help fill in the learning gaps.  We feel this class was very 
beneficial but suggest there be one day a week to focus on homework or corrections from the regular math class. 
 
#6-Math logs will be utilized for note taking and reflection of the learning.  Students will include math vocabulary in their writing.  
Students took notes in their math logs as new skills were introduced.  The notes included the purpose, vocabulary, and examples.  The math logs kept students organized and 
were used as a reference for class work as well as homework.  Writing in the math log also served as a reinforcement for note-taking skills.

Reflection: 
Additional science instruction was offered two mornings per week.  This was the first time for this program and the success was tremendous.  93% of grade 5 students passed Science 
TAKS and 56% were commended.  In addition, our campus ESL teacher supported instruction by providing inclusion time during science class.  In addition, a vocabulary word wall was 
developed with definitions and illustrations to support the learning of the academic language of instruction.
