Civil 
War erupts between the Nationalist and the Communist and Mao Zedong 
attempts a revolution by rural peasants. The Civil War ends during World War 
II. After the war, the civil war continues with the Nationalist Party collapsing 
and establishing themselves in Taiwan.

China – Due to the weak nationalist government in China and the influence of 
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Lenin’s Marxist ideas, a small group of Chinese met in Shanghai in 1921 to 
organize the Chinese Communist Party one of them being Mao Zedong. Civil 
War erupts between the Nationalist and the Communist and Mao Zedong 
attempts a revolution by rural peasants. The Civil War ends during World War 
II. After the war, the civil war continues with the Nationalist Party collapsing 
and establishing themselves in Taiwan. As the leader of China, Zedong 
transforms industry and business by following communist ideas and becoming 
militaristic. In 1966, the Cultural Revolution sealed communism in China by 
trying to establish a society of peasants and workers in which all are equal. It 
failed and after Zedong’s death, the Chinese government has struggled to 
become stable. 

Nazi Germany – Greatly influenced by fascism in Italy, the National Socialist 
German Workers’ Party felt they needed to overturn the Treaty of Versailles. 
They supported middle and lower middle classes and a powerful militia called 
the Brown Shirts. Adolf Hitler who wanted control over every aspect of German 
life became the chancellor of Germany and then dictator. He controlled Germany 
economically and politically which led to World War II and the murder of 6 
million Jews (genocide) and other minority groups. After Hitler’s suicide, the 
Nazi Party dissolved. 

 

The Soviet Union (USSR) – The weakness of the Russian monarchy allowed 
Vladimir Lenin to rise in power by leading the Bolshevik Revolution in 1917. He 
influenced the working class to rise against the government based on the ideas of 
Karl Marx. After overthrowing the government and gaining control of it, Lenin 
recreates Russia and the surrounding Russian republics into the Soviet Union and 
implementing a small scale version of capitalism to stable the economy. Before 
the Soviet Union recovers economically he dies, which allows Joseph Stalin to 
step in and create the totalitarian government we know today as communism.  
During this period of time, Stalin will murder 15-19 million Soviets to gain total 
control of the Soviet Union. After his death in 1953, strong totalitarian leaders 
continued till the 1980s when the economy could no longer withstand modern 
communism.

·  American Civil Rights Act (1960s) – Passed in the U.S. eliminating legal segregation 
between African-Americans and white, fully empower African-Americans the right to 
vote and equal public education 

·  Helsinki Agreement (1975)- After the Khmer Rouge murdered millions in Cambodia, 
the United Nations passed a list of specific rights that all human beings should have 
and pledged to honor them

The Great 
Schism 

The division of the church divides the world 
into two empires the Byzantine Empire and 
the Holy Roman Empire 

Crusades The Pope Urban II issued a call for what he 
termed a “holy war” to gain control of the 
Holy Land because of the Muslim threat to 
take control of Constantinople. It would last 
almost 100 years. 

Reformation Occurred due to the Catholic Church taxing 
northern areas for unknown reasons and 
Martin Luther’s desire that the church be 
reformed. In the end the Peace of Augsburg 
was signed that allowed that the religion of 
each German state was to be decided by its 
ruler, the ruler of England would be the head 
of their church, and the development of the 
Protestant religion 
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Colonization in 
the Americas 

To help finance these early ventures, 
explorers allowed the Catholic Church to 
send priests along to convert the inhabitants 
to Catholicism 

Conflicts in the 
Middle East 

Conflict between Israel and other countries in 
the Middle East have occurred because 
Israel’s belief in Judaism while most other 
countries are Islam and the United Nation 
creating a Jewish state in the Middle East due
